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The files included in this archive are part of the TACOM Three Dimensional Technical Data Package (3D TDP) system. These files are used to create 3D TDP’s using Pro/ENGINEER CAD software and must be loaded and used together. The files will work with Pro/ENGINEER in a standalone session or in a linked session with Pro/INTRALINK.

This build of the 3D TDP system is based on Pro/ENGINEER Wildfire and version 3.3 of Pro/INTRALINK. Files include:

CONFIG.PRO - The Pro/Engineer Configuration file.  This config.pro must be placed in the Pro/Engineer load point.  At the beginning of this config.pro are system dependent commands such as local printer commands and should be modified to fit local installations.

CONFIG.WIN - The Pro/Engineer Window configuration file.  This config.win must be placed in the Pro/Engineer load point.

COLOR.MAP - The standard TACOM Pro/Engineer color.map.  Installation of this file is optional, but if installed, is installed at the Pro/Engineer load point.

TACOM_START_PART_1_0.PRT - A standard TACOM start part (Version 1.0) containing the TACOM 3D TDP required parameters, layers, views, datum planes, etc.  This file should be loaded at the Pro/Engineer load point or at the start part directory as indicated in the config.pro file.

TACOM_START_PART_1_0.ASM - A standard TACOM start assembly containing the TACOM 3D TDP required parameters, layers, views, datum planes, etc. This file should be loaded at the Pro/Engineer load point or at the start part directory as indicated in the config.pro file. 

Multiple Drawing Formats - These are standard size drawing formats used with the TACOM 3D TDP system.  These formats use parameters from the Pro/Engineer parts and assemblies to parametrically fill in data such as part number, nomenclature, used on, etc. 

Multiple Drawing Setup Files - These are drawing setup files that contain parameters based on the ASME Y14.5M standard. They are to be used with the TACOM drawing formats.

Other Files and Documents - Material files, symbols, tables, etc used for creating parts and drawings. Other documents: legal, scope-of-work, data-item-description, etc.
