 b.  The test and or test services shall be conducted and/or furnished at (Insert Building Name and Number) of Picatinny Arsenal, to commence on a date and at a time convenient to the Government as determined by the  laboratory director thereat who will notify the purchaser of such scheduled date and the estimated completion date.  The aforementioned beginning and estimated completion dates are to be furnished for planning purposes only, and the Government may, at its discretion, change such dates or terminate the test prior to completion with or without prior notice to the purchaser, and the Government shall not become liable to the purchaser as a result of or because of such changes or termination.


c.
(1)  In consideration of the test and/or test services to be conducted and/or furnished by the Government, the purchaser agrees to pay to the Government the cost thereof as determined by the Government, it being mutually agreed that such cost will include  the amount necessary to recoup both the direct and indirect costs involved that are incurred by the Government to provide for the test  services.



(2)  Additionally, it is understood and agreed that the purchaser will bear all costs for transportation, packing, crating and drayage relating to the item(s) submitted for test , including that which the Government may, for its own convenience, perform or cause to be performed.

It is understood and agreed that the Government will not incur costs in excess of  the estimated amount without notice to the purchaser of a revised estimated cost and deposit, with the Government, by the purchaser of such additional sum as may be required to cover the additional estimated costs.   


e.  The purchaser and Government agree that:

SAMPLE STATEMENT OF WORK


Manhole & Service Box Explosion Suppression & Mitigation

1.0 BACKGROUND.


Manholes and service boxes, installed in streets and sidewalks of a major Northeastern electrical power distribution system can act as reservoirs for the accumulation of combustible gas.  At an infrequent rate, the gas in these enclosures is ignited leading to costly damage to the system, as well as generating public concern.  XYZ Company is developing an understanding of the mechanisms resulting in the buildup and ignition of these combustible gasses, as well as options for mitigating this problem in the future.  XYZ seeks expertise and technology from the Army’s explosives experts located at the U.S. Army Armament Research, Development and Engineering Center (ARDEC) to support this effort.

2.0 APPLICABLE DOCUMENTS.


XYZ will provide ARDEC with one (1) case history containing appropriate test data to perform the tasks in paragraph 3 below.  ARDEC will return the case history to XYZ at the conclusion of ARDEC’s work under this Agreement.

3.0 REQUIREMENT.


A. Blast Force Estimate



Using the data, from one case history, supplied by XYZ,  ARDEC will calculate the force of the explosion creating the damage.  This calculation will be as accurate as possible based on the evidence in the report.



ARDEC will also supply XYZ with an estimate of the upper and lower bounds of the explosive force.


B.  Explosive Mixture Quantification



Based on the case history supplied by XYZ Company, and assuming methane as the explosive gas, ARDEC will estimate the quantity of explosive necessary to produce the observed damage.  This estimate will be bounded by upper and lower limits.  ARDEC will also estimate the quantity of methane if trace amount of acetylene, propane, butane or other “light end” gasses are present.
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
